Introduction

The meeting was called to order at 11:04 A.M. by Chairman Barb Andrews.  The following members were present for the conference call:

Minutes of the Previous Meeting – Rich Ollivier

a. Minutes of the December 14, 2006 meeting were reviewed.

Eric made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted; Barb seconded the motion; the motion passed.
Treasurer’s Report – Eric Meyer

2006/2007 Budget Review

a. The budget report is current as of March 1, 2007.  

b. Questions regarding the increased expenditures on office supplies.  Toni stated that it was due to the increased printing costs associated with the expanded newsletter.  Toni will look into using USPS services as a possible lower cost alternative for the newsletter.
c. Bank statements were not reviewed due to the meeting being held via conference call.  Statements will be reviewed at the next in-person meeting.

d. Eric updated the board on the status of the organization’s investments.  The changes proposed at the last meeting were made on February 12th.  Specifically, the existing CDs were combined into one higher yield risk free CD.  In addition, all funds from the savings account were moved into the risk free CD along with $5000 from checking.  Due to expenditures encountered since the meeting on December 14, 2006 (most noticeably the liability insurance premium of $2198.38) the current checking account balance is approximately $1100.  It was agreed that this is probably not sufficient to carry through to the end of the fiscal year; therefore, the board asked that Toni immediately move $2000 back to checking.  Eric also informed the Board that the termination of the previous CDs and transfer of funds resulted in the forfeiture of $144.  It is expected that this will easily be made up with the higher interest rate of the new certificate.
e. The Board approved the acquisition of a debit card for use by the executive secretary in the course of her duties.  Toni feels, and the board agrees, that having a debit card available will simplify her job considerably.  Toni will keep all debit card receipts and provide a regular summary for the treasurer, similar to what is currently done with checks.  
Rich made a motion to approve the budget; Barb seconded the motion; the motion passed.
Old Business
a. The location and time for the annual meeting was set.  The meeting will be held at the Snohomish Health District, room 309B, on May 16th at 1:00 pm.  In addition to regular business items the following agenda items were added:
1. Discussion of proposed by-law changes

2. Discussion of survey results

3. Update on website improvements

4. WSBRS vs. NEHA eligibility requirements

b. Concern by the board over the reluctance of WSEHA to renew the contract with WSBRS to track CEUs for its non-registered members.  Barb will speak with Mike Vinateri to express the Board’s concern that Toni has been tracking CEUs for WSEHA since October with no payment.  The board agreed to request that WSEHA pay $10 per member for future CEU tracking services along with $236.25 for services already rendered without payment.
c. The Board divided up the list of non-renewed members in order to contact them in an attempt to encourage renewal of their membership.

d. The Board agreed to continue discussion of WSBRS eligibility requirements in light of the lower standards of NEHA. The topic was added to the agenda for the annual meeting.
New Business
a. The spring exam is set for April 25th in Everett and Spokane.  Thus far there are three candidates set for the Everett exam. No one has yet applied to take the test in Spokane.
b. Toni stated that no one has yet agreed to run for the upcoming open position on the Board.  

c. The Board discussed the request by member Tom Guthrie to serve on the CEU committee.  There were no objections expressed; however, Eric agreed to contact Mr. Guthrie to see if he had any interest in running for the Board position.
d. Toni submitted a new summary of the Executive Secretary’s duties.  These reflect changes in the processing of deposits and payment of bills, as well as use of the new debit card. Otherwise the duties are unchanged.
e. In addition to the by-laws changes that have been proposed for discussion at the annual meeting, it was agreed that the language regarding the tracking of CEUs for WSEHA members is too specific and not appropriate for inclusion in the by-laws.  This will be discussed at the annual meeting for formal proposal of change in October.
f. Rich agreed to gather a list of university addresses in the state to which the RS exam notices may be mailed.
g. There was discussion regarding the possible purchase of publishing software for future newsletters.  It was agreed that the purchase of additional software will be delayed until Toni has a chance to experiment with our current software to determine if it is adequate.
h. The Board discussed the recent proposal from Allison Schletzbaum for updating the web site.  It was agreed that additional information is needed regarding costs and ongoing maintenance.  The Board would also like to receive additional proposals for comparison. 
i. Toni discussed the need to change internet providers from Olypen to Verizon to combine phone and internet services.  Her main concern is retention of the domain name.  She will explore the issue further.   
Next Meeting 
The next meeting was tentatively scheduled for Thursday May 3rd at 8:00 a.m... This meeting will be held via conference call.
