Introduction

The meeting was called to order at 9:40 A.M. by Chairman Eric Meyer.  The following members were present:

a. Minutes of the June 14, 2006 meeting were reviewed.

Rich made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted; Eric seconded the motion; the motion passed.
Treasurer’s Report – Rich Ollivier

2007/2008 Budget Review

a. The budget report is current as of December 27, 2007.  

b. Questions were raised regarding the line item for the NEHA conference representative from WSBRS.  The budgeted amount was reported as $1500 instead of $2000 as had been agreed to by the board on December 14, 2006. Eric agreed to contact Toni to adjust the budget accordingly. The budget report was approved pending clarification. 
c. The recent bank statements were reviewed and approved.

Old Business
a. 
There was continued discussion of improving the web site. A list was started of deficiencies with the current web site, as well as items to consider for the updated version.  The list includes:

1. Drop down menus

2. Replace the current logo

3. Use full screen width

4. Provide updated graphics

5. Update the font

6. List CEU sponsoring agencies/groups

7. Consider individual CEU tracking capability

Eric will continue to work with the group he found in Spokane to see if they can meet our needs.
b.  
The board discussed the switch from dial-up internet service to high speed DSL and the accompanying increase in cost from $19.95 per month to $39.95 per month.  The board agreed that the switch was justified given our recent efforts to do more WSBRS business electronically.  Eric agreed to talk with Toni regarding the timing and details of the change.
c.
The board reviewed the materials Toni had provided regarding web site hosting.  Several questions were raised over the possible change from the current provider, Olypen, to another company.  It appears the initial idea of consolidating the phone, internet, and web hosting services with Verizon may not be to our advantage as they would not let us maintain the web site ourselves.  Further discussion with Toni will be necessary to get a clearer picture of our options.

d.
The board reviewed the summary of recent exams provided by Toni.  Dating back to July 27th, 2007 there have been 5 exams given to a total of 20 candidates.  Six individuals had passed the exam, though results for the November 19th exam were not available at the time of this meeting.  
e.
The board discussed the need to revise our eligibility requirements if we are to be competitive with NEHA and other states.  It was agreed that our standards should be modified to become more in line with NEHA.  A tentative structure was agreed upon which would allow an individual to take the exam with a BS degree in a natural science with one year experience required to become fully registered.  Alternatively, other bachelor degrees would be accepted for exam admission, however, without a degree in a natural science five years of experience would be required for full registration.  Rich agreed to write up the proposed change and present it to the board at the next meeting.

New Business
a. The board discussed what they wanted to do with the list of members who have not renewed, and whether we would want to make an attempt to contact each of them as we did last year.  It was agreed that last year’s results were not particularly fruitful and that it is probably not worth the time spent.

b. Eric and rich signed the certificates for the new members. The certificates will be mailed to Keith for his signature.

c. The board discussed the upcoming newsletter and reviewed the draft provided by Toni.  Eric will add information on the web site improvements and eligibility changes, as well as something regarding the upcoming election.  Rich will write a short article regarding the annual membership meeting to be held in Yakima during the Joint Conference on Health, October 6-8.
