Introduction

The meeting was called to order at 10:18 a.m. by Rich. The Board welcomed Tony as the new Secretary, and Rich presented Eric with a plaque of appreciation for his tenure on the Board.
Review and Approval of Minutes from Meeting of March 19, 2008
The draft minutes were reviewed. Eric made a motion to approve the minutes, Rich seconded the motion. Motion Passed.
Budget
A budget update was prepared and distributed via email, prior to the meeting, for review and comment, and the following discussion was held:

· Eric posed a question to Toni regarding why there was only a partial accounting for his attendance at the 2007 NEHA Annual Conference. After some brief discussion, it was noted that the budget fiscal year divided up the expenses for the trip between the 2006/2007 budget year and the 2007/2008 budget year.

· Eric and Rich discussed projected costs for Rich to attend the upcoming 2008 NEHA Annual Conference.

· Rich posed the following questions regarding the budget update:

1. Why do the total expenses not add up correctly? Toni noted that the cell formula for the Excel table was not correct, and corrected the formula. 

2. Why are the revenues down for renewals? Toni noted that fewer people had renewed, thus revenues were lower than projected.
3. Why was a January 13, 2008 date used to summarize Board investments? Toni noted that the Board had yet to receive an updated statement.
Rich made a motion to approve the budget amendment, and Eric seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Old Business
Website Update Project – Eric: Eric reported that the website update project was near completion. The only outstanding items were obtaining a guidance document for WSBRS to use in order to amend/update the website, and determining what type of pictures (and where to get them) to use on the main page.
Keith recommended that we add the new RS Exam brochure to the website once it is finalized.

RS Exam Brochure – Eric & Toni:  Eric passed out the near-completed exam brochure. Rich, Tony, and Keith all expressed their pleasure for how it turned out, and thanked Eric for his efforts. Toni asked that any additional comments be forwarded to her ASAP.

October RS Exam – All: The Board agreed that reminders should be sent out to alert people of the upcoming exam.
New Business
Renewal of Executive Secretary Contract – Rich: Rich approached the Board with the Executive Secretary contract renewal, and a question about a future pay increase to account for cost of living adjustments. The Board agreed that this discussion should be held on another day when Toni is not present for the discussion. Rich and Keith agreed to do some research on this matter, and bring it back to the Board at a future meeting.
New Certifications - All: The Board signed the certificates for the newly certified Registered Sanitarians.

Annual Meeting Agenda – Rich: Rich presented and discussed a draft agenda for the annual meeting. The Board will refine the agenda during a teleconference prior to the annual meeting.

Bylaws Amendments – Rich: Rich passed out the proposed changes to the Bylaws. After some minor discussion, the Board agreed with the proposed changes and thanked Rich for his efforts. Rich will present the draft proposed Bylaws at the Annual Meeting.

NEHA Annual Meeting Report – Rich: Rich provided the Board with a report from his attendance at the NEHA Annual Meeting in Tucson, AZ.
Next Meeting Date: Rich proposed a teleconference meeting prior to the October 7 Annual Meeting. A date for the meeting will be determined via email.
Rich made a motion to adjourn the meeting, and Keith seconded the motion. Motion carried and the meeting was adjourned at 11:45 a.m.
