Introduction

The meeting was called to order at 8:03 a.m. by Eric. 
Review and Approval of Minutes from Annual Meeting of May 16, 2007
The draft minutes were reviewed. Rich made a motion to approve the minutes, Faith seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
Budget
Keith presented and discussed the 2007-_08 Annual Budget Report, and the 2008-09 Proposed Budget. Brief discussion was made concerning the test related revenues and expenses.
Eric made a motion to approve the budget, and Rich seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
Proposed By-Law Changes
Rich presented the proposed by-law changes, and discussed the changes. Rich noted that the third paragraph on Page 8, under Section 1.a., no longer belonged and should be deleted. Brief discussion followed, and the members generally expressed support of the proposed changes.
Brent made a motion to adopt the proposed changes (with the noted deletion). Steve seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Chairman’s Report
Eric gave a brief overview of several of the more noteworthy accomplishments that were made by the Board during his 3 year tenure on the board, including: By-Law amendments, new website, new testing brochure, new testing methods, and the fact the membership increased.

Eric and Rich presented several possible future activities for the Board to consider, including a review of the credential acronym (RS vs. REHS), and the implementation of a scholarship program.

Faith recommended that maybe the WSBRS could get more involved with a more-EH dedicated education conference.

Eric mentioned that every EH proposal presented to the Joint Conference committee was accepted, and that if people want more EH-type classes, than more EH professional must be willing to present information.

Faith supported the review and possible change of the credential acronym. Carla also supported this view, both indicating that nobody knows what a “sanitarian” is.

Presentation of RS Stamp to Past Chair
Rich presented Eric with a RS stamp for his tenure on the Board, and thanked him for all of his leadership and hard work. 
Eric made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:40 am, and Keith seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
