BYLAWS

  With respect to the Board and the election process, I would like to bring your attention a couple sections in the Bylaws that I would appreciate your feedback on:

· Article IV, Section 2 – Nominations. This section requires that nominees for the Board have at least 5 years experience as a sanitarian (i.e., certified).

· Article IV, Section 3 – Election. This section requires that the election be done by mail.

  Considering the recent difficulty the Board has had recruiting new volunteers for the Board, and the cost of doing a mail-in election ballot (approximately $450), I would like to propose that we amend the Bylaws to require only one year of experience as a sanitarian in order to be eligible for the Board, and to allow for electronic mail elections.
