Introduction / Review & Approval of Meeting Minutes from July 22, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 4:20 p.m. by Chairman Keith Grellner. Draft minutes from the teleconference Board meeting of July 22, 2009, were read and approved.
Executive Secretary’s Contract

The Draft Executive Secretary’s contract had previously been distributed by the Chair to Board members, via e-mail, with a request for comments. Two copies of the finalized contract were presented at the meeting and signed by all members of the Board. The Executive Secretary will retain the Board’s copy of the signed contract with her Board files.
2009/2010 Budget Report as of 10/1/09:
A budget update was prepared by Toni Plemel and distributed at the meeting. A discussion was held regarding the difference in projected vs. actual annual renewal revenues. Toni stated that there were still some members expected to renew late who had not renewed. Discussion was also held regarding the method of calculating projected renewal revenues, based on a percentage of the previous year’s renewals, and whether that projection had been overestimated. Further discussion regarding renewals will be held at the next Board meeting.
A general discussion was held regarding ways to save money on commercial printing of letterhead. Toni stated that the use of a computer/printer-generated letterhead, as opposed to a commercially printed letterhead, seemed appropriate. We will continue to use this letterhead when generating annual membership renewal notices.

Old Business
There was no Old Business discussed.
New Business
New RS Certifications - All: The Board signed certificates for the newly certified Registered Sanitarians.
Newsletter – Toni: Toni presented information regarding the timing for newsletters, and a discussion was held about the best way to coordinate newsletters with other routine matters, in an effort to save on postage expenses. The Bylaws state that a CEU report must be sent to members 2x/year, and it is at those times that the newsletter is sent. The next newsletter will be sent in February, 2010. Discussed the possibility of expanding the use of e-mail to communicate with members.
Question from Wa State Environmental Health Association (WSEHA) member regarding potential for coordination between organizations at WSBRS Annual Meeting: Keith reported he had responded to an inquiry from Bruce Scherling regarding the possibility of more coordination between WSEHA and WSBRS in educational events. Keith will place another call to request more specific information regarding their request. We discussed the fact that WSBRS is a credentialing body, however, if there is a way to benefit RS-holders in meeting their CEU requirements by partnering with WSEHA, we are open to further discussion.
General Direction of the Board for 2009-2010 – Keith: Three items discussed:
(1) Focus on cost-cutting measures for mailings, to include expanding the use of e-mail to communicate with members. Jefferson will explore the idea of using a List serve to communicate with the membership. Our current Internet service provider is Verizon, and the WSBRS web site is hosted by OlyPen (as they allow for user-updates).
(2) Focus on potential for partnering with WSEHA for CEU educational opportunities. Keith will follow up with Bruce Scherling to discuss his request for coordination between WSEHA and WSBRS.
(3) Focus on Bylaw change relating to method for selection/retention of interim Board members when current Board members must resign unexpectedly and are unable to fulfill their term.

Bank Signature Cards – Toni: Toni informed us of the protocol that Bank of America requires we follow:
(1) The meeting minutes must specify which signers are to be removed from the signature cards, and which new signers are to be added. Copies of the meeting minutes must be brought to the appropriate Bank of America branch to facilitate the signature card changes. The Board made the following requests:

(a) Remove Richard Ollivier (Past Chair), and Tony Barrett (Past Treasurer), from the signature cards.
(b) Add Jefferson Ketchel (Current Treasurer) and Jonelle Fenton-Wallace (Current Secretary), to the signature cards. If necessary, indicate that Keith Grellner (Current Chair), who is already on the cards, remain on cards as Chair. Toni Plemel, (Executive Secretary), who is already on the cards, will remain on the cards.
New Business (cont’d)
RS Exam – Jonelle: A discussion was held regarding the continued practice of offering proctored RS exams locally, at the request of prospective exam-takers. This practice will continue, and Toni will send Jefferson Ketchel the paperwork to become an exam proctor.
