FY 2010-2011 Budget Report as of 11/11/10
Toni Plemel gave a brief update on the budget. The WSBRS has about $8,900 unspent of fiscal year 2010-2011 revenues. This is a little more than last year at this time. Normal monthly expenses are about $700. The WSBRS has another $24,500 invested and earning interest.
Newsletters
Toni said the WSBRS usually puts out winter and late spring newsletters. Jeff said he will write an article for the winter newsletter. There should be solicitation of nominations for an executive board member to replace the outgoing chair next June. There also should be a note requesting all members to update their Email addresses. 
Upcoming Exams
